To administer/dispense medicines and drugs and to do dressings and
injections including intravenous injections as directed by the Prisons
Medical Officer and under the supervision of the Chief Hospital Officer.

To participate in the rehabilitation programme for substance abusers
and detainees living with HIV/AIDS.

To ensure that all forms of prescribed treatment are carried out.
To prepare and keep records on sick detainees.

To take care of and sterilise medical instruments and equipment as
appropriate.

To ensure that nursing point and equipment are kept clean and in good
order.
